Recommended Step if using LDAP Active Directory Sync for Provisioning Users

For the most seamless integration it is recommended to provision users with our LDAP connector's active directory

sync and authenticate users with SSO: SAML.

If using these systems in tandem it is important to ensure that users created during the AD sync will be given the

correct URL for accessing iLMS in all email notifications.

Once Single SignOn has been enabled for your organization you have the ability to select which Login URL learners

will receive once provisioned by the LDAP connector.

To view this setting, navigate to the Settings Tab and select "LDAP Connector".
